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Shri Manujendra Narayan Ray, Learned Counsel representing the respondent, West Bengal Staff Selection Commission submits that the Staff Selection Commission has already been merged with the Public Service Commission and as such he is not in a position to appear on behalf of the Secretary-cum-Controller of Examination, West Bengal Staff Selection Commission.
It appears from record that the West Bengal Public Service Commission has already been impleaded as respondent No. 2 by way of amendment of cause title of the original application with an endorsement that leave was granted earlier by the Tribunal for such amendment on November 20, 2017 though grant of leave by the Tribunal is not reflected from the order dated November 20, 2017.  Since the Learned Counsel for the applicant submits that the amendment was done by virtue of leave granted by the Tribunal we accept his submission and regularise the amendment already done in the cause title of the original application by incorporating West Bengal Public Service Commission as respondent No. 2 by granting leave in this regard on this date.

Learned Counsel for the applicant has prayed for leave for deleting West Bengal Staff Selection Commission from the cause title of the original application.  He further submits that leave may be granted to him to implead the Principal Chief Conservator of Forests, Government of West Bengal as respondent No. 3 by expunging the name of West Bengal Staff Selection Commission in the cause title of the original application.  In view of such submission made on behalf of the applicant leave is granted to incorporate the Principal Chief Conservator of Forests, Government of West Bengal as respondent No. 3 by expunging the present respondent No. 3, West Bengal Staff Selection Commission by amendment of the cause title of the original application by the Learned Counsel for the applicant in course of this day. 

Mr. Ray is permitted to retire from the case. Liberty is granted to the learned Counsel for the applicant to expunge the name of the respondent No. 4 by way of amendment of cause title of the original application in course of this day. 

The applicant is directed to file amended copy of the original application in duplicate before the Tribunal on next date of hearing.  The applicant is directed to serve notice and copy of the application on both respondent No. 2 and respondent No. 3 by speed post within a period of four weeks and to file affidavit of service in this regard on the next date of hearing.  List the matter under the heading “Reply / Rejoinder” on 22nd March, 2018. 

Let a plain copy of the order be handed over to both parties. 
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
