 The applicant has filed this contempt application under Section 17 of the Administrative Tribunals Act, 1985 praying for issuance of contempt rule against the contemnors on the ground of wilful violation of the order passed by the Tribunal on September 29, 2016 in connection with O.A. No. 449 of 2016. 
It appears from record that on September 29, 2016 this Tribunal gave direction to the contemnors to give the same benefit to the applicant as given by the Tribunal to the applicants of O.A. No. 1197 / 2014 by passing order on January 11, 2016.  The order given by the Tribunal in O.A. No. 1197 of 2014 was subsequently upheld by the Hon’ble High Court and the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India. Ultimately the order passed by the Tribunal in the said O.A. No. 1197 of 2014 was implemented by the contemnors and notification was issued for upgradation of pay scale of the promotee Deputy Commissioners of Police, Kolkata, which will be applicable in case of the present applicant.  Since the gazette notification for upgradation of pay scale of the promotee Deputy Commissioners of Police, Kolkata has already been issued by the concerned Department with the concurrence of the Finance Department, Government of West Bengal, we are of the view that the letter No. 12-F (Law) / 1N-695 / 15 AT dated February 12, 2018, addressed to the Joint Secretary to the Government of West Bengal, Home Department, Police Service Branch by the Deputy Secretary, Finance (Audit) Department, Government of West Bengal is misleading and of no use.  The said letter has been issued without knowing the background facts of the present case and without having any knowledge about the notification published in Kolkata Police gazette on February 9, 2018 and as such, the said letter dated February 12, 2018 issued by the Deputy Secretary, Finance (Audit) Department, Government of West Bengal is set aside. 

With the above observation we are satisfied that the order passed by the Tribunal has already been complied with and as such, the contempt application stands disposed of. 
Let a plain copy of this order be handed over to both parties.
