The applicants have filed this original application praying for direction upon the respondents to issue appointment letter in favour of the applicants for the post of Sub-Inspector in the Subordinate Food & Supplies Service (Grade-III) under the department of Food & Supplies, Government of West Bengal.  

The grievance of the applicants in the present application is that the names of the applicants were recommended by West Bengal Staff Selection Commission for appointment to the posts of Sub-Inspector in the Subordinate Food & Supplies Service (Grade-III) by issuing separate memorandum in favour of each of the applicants on March 17, 2017, but the appointment has not been given to any of the applicants till date.  It appears from the said memorandum dated March 17, 2017 issued by the Secretary-cum-Controller of Examinations, West Bengal Staff Selection Commission in favour of each of the applicants that offer of appointment shall be issued on completion of pre-appointment formalities by the appointing authority.  The contention of the applicants is that the respondent no. 2, Principal Secretary, Department of Food & Supplies, Government of West Bengal is the appointing authority in respect of the post of Sub-Inspector in the Subordinate Food & Supplies Service (Grade-III). 


It appears from the materials on record that 4 (four) applicants submitted one representation before the respondent no. 2 on June 21, 2017 (Annexure-P4 to the original application), whereby the said applicants brought to the notice of the respondent no. 2 the fact that their names were recommended by West Bengal Staff Selection Commission for appointment to the post of Sub-Inspector in the Subordinate Food & Supplies Service (Grade-III), but no action has yet been taken by the said respondent.  Since almost one year is lapsed after recommendation of the name of the applicants for appointment by West Bengal Staff Selection Commission, we would like to direct the respondent no. 2 to take a decision with regard to the appointment of the applicants within specific period of time.


In view of our above findings, we direct the respondent no. 2 to consider recommendation of the names of the applicants for appointment to the post of Sub-Inspector in the Subordinate Food & Supplies Service (Grade-III) and to take a decision in this regard within a period of 12 (twelve) weeks from the date of communication of this order. 


The applicants are directed to communicate the order of the Tribunal along with copy of the application and all its annexures to the respondent no. 2 within a period of 2 (two) weeks from the date of this order. 


With the above direction, the original application stands disposed of.
