The applicant has filed this original application praying for direction upon the respondents to give appointment to the applicant in Group-D post on compassionate ground.

It appears from record that Smt. Bela Chowdhury, mother of the applicant died on May 17, 1992 while she was working as ANM at Garh Bhawanipur Subsidiary Health Centre in the district of Howrah.  The applicant was 10 years old at the time of death of his mother.  On November 24, 2000, the applicant submitted application for compassionate appointment after attaining majority.  The Affidavit sworn by the father of the applicant in connection with the compassionate appointment of the applicant on August 10, 1992 (Annexure-D to the original application) indicates that the father of the applicant was in service at the time of submitting the application by the applicant for compassionate appointment.  Since occupation of the father of the applicant indicates that he was in service and since the applicant submitted application for compassionate appointment after 10 years from the date of death of his mother, we can safely hold there was no acute financial crisis in the family of the deceased employee for giving compassionate appointment to one of the dependants of the deceased employee.

The last correspondence with regard to compassionate appointment of the applicant was made on February 27, 2001 (Annexure-G to the original application) and the applicant approached the Tribunal on April 20, 2016 i.e. almost after 15 years from the last correspondence.  This inordinate delay of 15 years in approaching the Tribunal has not been explained by the applicant and as such the present application is clearly barred under section 21 of the Administrative Tribunals Act, 1985. 


In view of our above findings, the present application is dismissed.
