              Supplementary application filed by the applicant with the  leave of  the Tribunal is kept on record. 
                 The applicant has filed this Original Application Under Section 19 of the West Bengal Administrative Tribunals act, 1985 praying for direction upon the Respondents to give appointment to the applicant on compassion ate ground. 

                  It appears from the materials on record that one Abani Ranjan Mistry died on March 20, 2011 while he was working as Homoeopathy Compounder cum Dresser in Sandeshkhali State Homoeopathy Dispensary in the district of North 24-Parghanas. The applicant being the son of the deceased employee submitted an application for compassionate appointment on June 01, 2012. The said application was addressed to the Respondents and prayer for compassionate appointment was rejected by the Director of Homoeopathy, Government of West Bengal by issuing one letter in favour of the applicant on January 19, 2015(Annexure D to the Original Application) that the prayer of the Applicant for compassionate appointment was refused on the ground of delay. The father of the applicant died on March 20, 2011 and the application was submitted by the applicant on June 01, 2012 and as such, the applicant will be governed under Labour Department Notification No. 30-Emp dated April 02, 2008 for the purpose of compassionate appointment. It appears from the paragraph four of the said Labour Department Notification that the dependant of the deceased Government employee seeking appointment on compassionate ground must submit application in the prescribed format within a period of six months from the date of death of the concerned employee. The applicant did not submit the application with the prescribed period of six months from the date of death of the father of the applicant. In our view, the prayer of the applicant has been rightly rejected by the Respondent No. 02, Director of Homoeopathy, Government of West Bengal. 

                    Accordingly, we do not find any merit in the present application. 

                  The application is thus dismissed.
