The applicant has filed this application praying for a direction upon the respondents to supply information to the applicant under the provisions of the Right to Information Act, 2005. 

The contention made on behalf of the applicant is that applicant appeared in the West Bengal Forest Service and West Bengal Sub-Ordinate Forest Service Examination of 2013.  The said examination was held on January 19, 2014 at the first stage. The grievance of the applicant is that the applicant did not receive any call letter for interview and the application submitted by the applicant seeking information under the provisions of Right to Information Act was not entertained by the respondent No. 3 and 4.  The report submitted by the Secretary of Public Service Commission, West Bengal on May 31, 2017 indicates that the information sought for by the applicant were supplied on July 25, 2017 after completion of the selection process.  The report further indicates that the information could not be supplied to the applicant before completion of selection process for maintaining confidentiality of the selection process.  The copy of letter No. 1169-PSC/2A/77/2017 (RTI) dated July 25, 2017 issued by the SPIO and Deputy Secretary,  Public Service Commission, West Bengal in favour of the applicant indicates that the applicant was not called to the personality test as he obtained only 171 marks in the written examination, while cut-off marks to be called to the personality test for Scheduled Caste Category to which the applicant belongs was 272 and 200 for the West Bengal Forest Service and West Bengal Sub-Ordinate Service respectively. Since the applicant has already received the information, we are of the view that there is no merit in the present application. 
The original application is, thus, dismissed.
