Mr. Banerjee, Learned Counsel for the applicant submits that the applicant is suspended and departmental enquiry has already been initiated against the applicant and as such the matter may go out of the list.  On the other hand, Mrs. Agarwal, Learned Counsel representing the state respondents has produced the written instruction of her client and submitted that the interim order is causing prejudice to the state respondents and as such the said interim order should be vacated.

Having heard Learned Counsel representing both parties, we are of the view that the state respondents should have submitted formal application for vacating the interim order without submitting only written instruction from the respondents.  Since the applicant is enjoying the interim order against the order of transfer and since he has been placed under suspension and departmental enquiry has already been initiated against him, we are not inclined to let the matter go out of the list at this stage.
