 The applicant has filed this original application Under Section 19 of the Administrative Tribunals Act, 1985 challenging the order dated December 23, 2015 issued by the respondent no. 2 (annexure J to the Original Application) , by which prayer of the applicant for compassionate appointment was rejected. 
                  The contention made on behalf of the applicant is that one Goutam Pal , father of the applicant died on August 30, 2013 while he was working as Roller Cleaner of Dakshin Dinajpur Highway Division under Northern Highway Circle , Public Works Department, Government of West Bengal. The claim of the applicant for compassionate appointment was processed and the proposal forwarded by the Chief Engineer, North Zone, Public Works Department was rejected by the Respondent No. 2 by passing the impugned order, which is under challenge in the present application. It appears from the said order dated December 23, 2015 that the monthly income of the family of the deceased employee was more that 90 per cent of the gross salary of the said employee immediately before his death and the said income of the family of the deceased employee is also above the minimum salary of the Group D employee. 

                  In view of such observation, the Respondent No. 2 decided to refuse the prayer for appointment of the applicant on compassionate ground on the basis of Labour Department Notification No. 251-Emp dated December 03, 2013. There is no dispute that the said notification of the Labour Department is applicable in the fact of the present case as the father of the applicant died on August 30, 2013. 
                   Shrimati Mitra, Learned Counsel for the Applicant submits that the respondents have taken into consideration the income of the son of the deceased employee, who has been living separately from the family. On perusal of the representation submitted by the mother of the applicant before the respondent no. 2 on January 12, 2016, we find that the son of the deceased employee was living with the members of the family of the deceased employee when the application was submitted for compassionate appointment and as such, we do not find any merit in the submission made on behalf of the applicant with regard to separate living of the son of the deceased employee. 

                    On consideration of the income of the family of the deceased employee at the time of death of the employee, we are constrained to hold that there was no acute financial crisis in the family of the deceased employee for giving compassionate appointment to any member of the family of the deceased employee. 

                     In view of our above findings, we can safely hold that the respondent no. 2 has rightly rejected the prayer for compassionate appointment by passing the reasoned order dated December 23, 2015 (annexure J to the Original Application). 

                      The Original Application is thus dismissed.
