          The applicant has filed this original application Under Section 19 of the Administration Tribunals Act, 1985 challenging the letter dated 06 December, 2010 issued by the respondent no. 2 in favour of the applicant, by which prayer of the applicant for compassionate appointment was rejected.
         It appears from record that one Anima Pal, mother of the applicant died on October 3, 1988 while she was working as Clerk in the camp office at Basirhat in the District of North 24 Parganas under the Department of Land & Land Reforms, Government of West Bengal.  It appears from impugned letter dated December 06, 2010 issued by the respondent no. 2 (Annexure F to the original application) that prayer for compassionate appointment of the applicant was rejected on the ground that the father of the applicant was Primary School Teacher at the time of the death of the mother of the applicant.  The impugned letter indicates that there was no acute financial crisis in the family of the deceased employee as the father of the applicant was Primary School Teacher.  Moreover, the applicant submitted the application almost after 22 (twenty two) years from the date of death of her mother.  We do not find any illegality or arbitrariness in rejecting the prayer of the applicant for compassionate appointment by the respondent no. 2.  So the present application is dismissed.
