          Petitioner has filed affidavit of service. Let it be kept on record. Mr. Samanta, appearing for the petitioners submits that the present case is covered by an order of this Tribunal already recorded in OA-88/2013 and OA-101/2013 on 25.04.2013 and the petitioners submit that identical order may also be recorded in this application. 
          Mr. S. N. Roy, however, on instruction submits that State Respondent may be granted time for filing of reply only, because, some of the petitioners of the present application were not found eligible during selection process. 

          On hearing both Mr. Samanta and Mr. S. N. Roy and on examination of all the prayers of the present application, we hold that present application can also be disposed of in the line of our order recorded in OA-88/2013 and OA-101/2013 and the submission of Mr. Roy regarding eligibility of the candidates shall not be any bar in disposing this application. 

         We, accordingly, dispose of this application by recording the following order:-

          In view of our discussion and considering the points of law involved in OA-88/2013 and OA-101/2013  we find merit in the prayer of the petitioners of the present application and we, therefore, allow the application to the extent that we direct the State Respondent as well as the authority of Kolkata Police to follow the Employment Notice 
regarding 10 per cent reservation for serving Home Guard and to take all necessary follow up action to fulfill the terms and conditions of the said Employment Notice immediately.
